It is believed that three unexcused absences
from board meetings before declaring a board position abandoned is detrimental to the operation of the club. Trying
to operate for such a long period of time without key positions such as Treasurer or Secretary could be disasterous.
For the beneyt of the membership, the board needs the power to act sooner in the ylling of vacant board positions.
