_Rope Bondage 4pm, Saturday, June 9th

A writhing human form adorned with rope and not much more. Few things cause the pulse of a bondage fan to race
faster. Both the person doing the tying, and the person embraced by the bindings, feel their hearts quicken. A little
struggling and a little whimpering, and the scene becomes intoxicating. Nothing says control and submission in
quite the same way as an effective tie. The body is more vulnerable than when mummified and rope feels more alive
than chain.

There is far more to rope bondage than just knowing your knots. This hands on class will show you

various techniques for binding someone to a chair, to a bed, to a bondage device, or to nothing other
than themselves. The pros and cons of different rope materials and constructions will be discussed. A
knowledge of simple knots will be helpful, but not necessary.

This seminar is being taught by Master Jefferson James, current President and past Education Director
of Desert Dominion. Although he was never in the Boy Scouts nor a sailor, he knows more knots and
tying techiniques than many people in the lifestyle. He has presented previously at Desert Dominion
as well as at Arizona Power Exchange (APEX), at both their Monday night programs and at
Butchmanns Prep; Rio Grande Leather (RGL); and the Southwest Leather Conference (SWLC).

There are many reasons to make your own toys. One of the most obvious is that it is generally far less expensive.
Something can also be said for the powerful psychological aspect and deeply personal nature of using something
created by your own hands and filled with your own heart and spirit. Having things custom-made to your, or your
partner’s, personal proportions is an added benefit.

Master Gwen / ms. kitty / et al, will be revisiting leather braiding for those that wish it.
The main focus of this seminar, however, will be more advanced leatherworking
techniques for creating more sophisticated leather gear and kinky toys,

including simple cuffs, collars, paddles and canes that do not require stitching.
Those who wish to bring the following list of supplies will leave with a pair of
wrist or ankle cuffs that would cost more than $50.00 for an investment of less
than $25.00 and a small amount of their time. [24 inches of 2 wide strap leather
(or an old 2” leather belt); 18 inches of 1 wide strap leather; two 17 roller buckles (locking buckles are optional);
and a minimum of two 1 D-rings; conchos, spikes and other ornaments are optional.]

The instructor has over fifteen years experience in leatherworking. Numerous Desert Dominion members are familiar with
her work and many own toys she has lovingly made.

Balancing roles that range from devoted servant to piggish bottom, she has had the good fortune to build and
share a wonderful life of service while maintaining an irreverent sense of humor and an appreciation for the absurd.
