SM and Mental Health 8 October

The DSM (the psychiatric listing of mental conditions, as used by insurance companies) now states that SM interests
and activities are problematic only if the individual is bothered by them. So, many of us were technically unhealthy
several years ago and we are now well, with a wave of the pen. But how others look and think is

nowhere near as important as how an individual thinks of himself or herself.

Kink may not be therapy, but it might be therapuetic. Do you feel better afterwards or are
you cementing in old patterns, such as in abuse? Any change to our mental system may have
a positive or negative effect, depending on our internal interpretation.

This two hour session will be moderated by Master Bert Cutler, Ph.D, a founder of Arizona

Power Exchange, International Master 2003, who is a board certified sexologist, and whose

doctoral dissertation was “Partner Selection, Power Dynamics, and Sexual Bargaining in

Self-Defined BDSM Couples.” He is the Director of MAsT Phoenix Chapter (Masters And slaves

Together) and a core instructor of APEX Academy (Butchmanns). This event is open to the general public, 18 years
and older.

Making the transition from casual acquaintances to players on the floor, or elsewhere, can be a tricky process. Things
said, or left unsaid, can make all the difference when it comes to having fun rather than a bad or horrible experience.
