Some quake with fear. Some tremble with joy. Those who are ambivalent are generally that way only with the 
caveat that it happen to someone other than themselves. Cock and Ball Torture is one of those things you 
love, hate, or love to hate. Come to this workshop and The Ladies for Hades will show you just why that is.

Like most BDSM practices, CBT can be anything from mild to wild. Translation: It can be a little 
uncomfortable or it can hurt like... Well, like Hades. So, if you’ve got, dare I say, the balls, come on  
down and watch as several women wreak havoc on male gentalia and show you how you might  
amuse yourself in a similar manner.

The Ladies from Hades are a group of experienced Fem Doms who enjoy  
extreme CBT of all kinds. They each have anywhere from 8 years to over  
20 years of scene experience in general and cock and ball torment  
experience in particular. The types of CBT they do run the gamut from  
creative cock and ball bondage, to the application of humblers, ball crushers,  
and weights, to urethral sounds, to scrotal saline infusion, to needle play, to 
 clips and clamps, to therapeutic sandy tabasco handjobs that exfoliate male  
naughty bits quite effectively. They are always searching for or cooking up more evil ideas to add to our mix. 
Their brand of play is not for the faint of heart.
